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Main Points

e God the Creator also created the darkness.

e We have to recognize that God alone is the Lord.

e God is taking responsibility for creating everything visible and everything invisible both
in Heaven and on Earth.

e Trials are times when we’re encountering adverse circumstances.

e God allows us sometimes to go through difficulties in order to strengthen our faith.

e God uses challenges to produce humility and to cause us to become more dependent on
Him to strengthen us.

e God also allows us to encounter darkness and hard times in order to reward us when we
pass the test of faith.

e In Hebrew, the phrase Adon Olam means Master of the Universe (English)

e Sh’ma Yisrael Adonai Eloheinu Adonai Echad-Hear, O Israel: the Lord is our God, the
Lord is One.

e Sometimes God uses the darkness to cause people to repent.

e God uses evil as a tool to accomplish His purposes.
