Main Points 

 
• Song of Songs is transliterated in Hebrew as Shir HaShirim 

• The Song of Songs reveals to us: who God is, who we are to Him, and how He feels 
about us. 

• Are we fully convinced of how much God loves us? 

• Often the things God wants to do for us can only be done in difficult times.
