When Jesus saw her, He called her over
and said to her, “Woman, you are freed from your sickness.”

And He laid His hands on her; and immediately she was made erect again and
began glorifying God.

And this woman, a daughter of
Abraham as she is, whom Satan has bound for eighteen long years, should she
not have been released from this bond on the Sabbath day?”

Main Points

e Jesus is the great deliverer.

Demons are squatters who unrightfully occupy one’s space and must be driven
out.

e Assoon as you face the devil, he has to flee from you.
