Questions for Discussion

1. Why is the justice poured out by God in the end understandable? What has God done up
to this point to show mercy and forgiveness to man?

Why
is the false gospel deadly for those who are blind to the real truth that God’s justice and
mercy meet and are fulfilled in Jesus? (The price Jesus paid fulfilled the price needed
for sin, and demonstrates God great love and mercy in that He, the innocent, took our
punishment on the cross and offers us forgiveness.).
